Guide for Applicants

The following is a brief guide to the principal areas of volunteer operation. By reading this you can make a more informed choice of which area you would prefer to volunteer in and consequently increase your enjoyment of the Festival and the benefits of your volunteering experience.                            

Please pay particular attention to the ‘Notes for Applicants’ section below.  

Venues 

Volunteering in one of our venues puts you very much at the forefront of the Festival experience. This year sees the Absolut Fringe Factory move to the fore of our activities, but 2010 will see the festival unfold across many different spaces. From traditional theatre venues of Smock Alley, the Project and Samuel Beckett theatres to some newer, and slightly less obvious spaces such as The Globe, a car lot on Sycamore St or even Connolly Station. The venues are the hub of Festival activity and as many of our volunteers are fringe aficionados themselves, you get the opportunity to participate in and contribute to the dynamic atmosphere of an international festival.

Volunteering activities in our venues include; box office (ticket & programme sales), ushering and general venue operations (crowd liaising & information point of contact). Through a co-ordination of these elements our venue staffs ensure the smooth running of the Festival schedule.

As a rule, volunteering in our venues is split into afternoon and evening periods. May involve some late nights.

Box Office

Given the volume of many different shows happening in multiple locations at the same time, our Box Office team relies on the support of the volunteer staff to mange admissions and ticket sales at various venues over the course of the festival. Box office shifts are predominantly early evening and night time shifts with Box Office volunteers covering a couple of shows over the duration of a shift. 

This is a responsible role with volunteers having to manage admissions, deal foremost with the public while reporting back to box office supervisors. 

Marketing/ Distribution

With such a variety of shows happening over the festival period our Marketing team has a mammoth task of trying to spread the word about what Absolut Dublin Fringe has to offer for 2010. Not only is there a major push to get the festival catalogue circulated ahead of opening night but also we need to get specific marketing materials out into the hands of festival goers about specific shows. 

There is a strong requirement for assistance in this department in the run up to the festival also, so if you like the outdoors and want to help spread the gospel according to Fringe the marketing team would be delighted with the assistance. 

Production

This falls under production of a theatrical sort, it involves sometimes assisting with the assembly of sets, painting or in some cases, heavy lifting. It is not glamorous but vital to help us pull together a successful event. There is lots of good experience to be gained assisting this department. Also if you have any skills in stage lighting, PA systems or are keen to learn more about these things then volunteering within the Production department can prove enormously beneficial. 

Artist Liason

The Fringe sees many of its artists and performers arrive from overseas. Our Artist Liason team ensures they are met promptly and receive a warm welcome upon their arrival in our fair city. Volunteers involved in this department are dispatched to the airport to meet guests as they arrive and accompany them back into town via Aercoach or to collect guests in their own car should they be agreeable to act as a driver. Sometimes it’s simply meeting guests as they arrive in city centre and escorting them to Fringe HQ for registration then onwards to their accommodations in town. 

Artist Liason shifts are generally daytime, morning and afternoon shifts. 

Outdoor Events

Seemingly self explanatory, Absolut Fringe festival outdoor events rely heavily on dedicated volunteers to assistant with organising layout of the site, and liaising with the public and crowd management. These events are predominantly daytime shifts, but volunteers have to be prepared to operate in changing weather conditions also. 

These shifts are over seen by the production team as well and again can provide those assisting with a valuable insight into behind the scenes of an event on this scale. 

Notes for Applicants

 All initial correspondence with volunteers is done via e-mail. Please ensure that all e-mails from volunteers@fringefest.com are unblocked on your e-mail server.

 It is a policy of the festival that each applicant is available for a minimum of four volunteering periods.

 Daily volunteering periods can be described generally as follows:

Morning 
11:00 – 16:00

Afternoon 
15:00 – 19:30

Evening 
18.30 – 23.00

Some evening and night shifts can run very late. Fringe can arrange transport home for volunteers working post 01:00am, this year we’ve even got a show at 3am so this one is certainly for night owls. 

 All applicants must complete the ‘Availability Table’ in Section F. Should your availability change following your initial application, please do not hesitate to e-mail the Volunteers Department with revisions. 

 It is a strict policy of the Absolut Fringe not to share any information contained on the Volunteer Application Forms with any third parties.

 In you are resident outside Dublin, please be aware that the Festival cannot provide any living or accommodation expenses to volunteers. As a charitable, not-for-profit organisation, the Festival’s budgets are extremely limited.

 Submission of this application form is not a guarantee of receiving a volunteer placement. Historically, due to the over-whelming responses to our volunteer calls, it may be unavoidable that some applicants do not receive a volunteer placement. This should not in any way dissuade you from completing the volunteer application form as we will do our utmost to ensure that each applicant receives a placement.
